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Essential precautions during spraying of pesticides / fungicides
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Following are some of the precautions to be taken during spraying of
pesticide/fungicides in the mulberry fields or disinfection of rearing house

and rearing appliances

v See the colour mark (Red, Yellow, Blue and Green)
of the pesticide container to know the toxicity level.

v Keep the body cover with cloths to avoid contact of
the chemicals

v Use mask to cover mouth and nose
v Use hand gloves and sun-glass

v Do not spray in the hot sunny hours. Spray
preferably in the morning / later afternoon.

¥ Do not spray when there is a chance of rain

v Do not spray during heavy wind

v’ After disinfection of rearing house, keep the doors |

and windows close at least one day for best results

v Spray on the rearing appliances and keep it in the {

closed rearing house

v Do not take tea or any food or smoke during L

spraymg

v After completion of spraying, hand and mouths] '

should be washed thoroughly with soap
v Keep others specially children away duringspraying
